Guidelines for Confirmation Program
2011-2012
These policies and requirements are in conjunction with the Diocesan Policy for the 
Sacrament of Confirmation.

1. Candidates must have successfully completed on-going catechesis, prior to beginning the two years of immediate preparation for Confirmation in the tenth grade.

2. Candidates are required to attend all scheduled classes including mass and events as stated on the yearly calendar. They must attend 3 retreats, one of which is held during their 10th grade curriculum.  An 11th grade two day retreat and the Bishop’s one day retreat. 
3. Candidates must complete all assignments.  This includes class lessons, reports, and/or service hours/projects. 
4. Candidates, parents and sponsors are required to attend all Confirmation Rites and Ceremonies.

5. Candidates must arrive on time and properly dressed.  Participation in class is essential to preparing candidates for the sacrament of Confirmation.
6. The following discipline policies will be enforced:
A.  A verbal warning will be issued upon the first infraction.

B. Upon second infraction, parents will be notified.  Parental attendance at classes may be required.
C. If infractions continue; parents and candidate must meet with the pastor and coordinator prior to returning to class. 
7. Absentee policy:

A.  Candidates should make every effort to attend all scheduled classes.  If an



absence is unavoidable, an excuse is required upon return to class.  




Advance notification to the coordinator is requested. 
B.  Candidates must make up all missed work prior to attending the next 



scheduled class.  The candidate must contact coordinator to receive 



assignment.
C.  Absence of more than 3 classes, whether excused or not, may result in 



conference with pastor and coordinator.

D.  All retreats must be attended in full.  Missed retreats may be made up by 



attending a retreat with another church parish prior to confirmation. 
The decision to be confirmed should be a free choice on the part of each candidate, on the basis of mature commitment to live as a Catholic Christian having completed the preparation process.  By signing below, you accept these responsibilities and acknowledge understanding of said policies.
