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Lay Ministry Formation and Development Program
The Diocesan Office of Pastoral Services is offering a Lay Ministry Program for those in parish leadership. The purpose of the program is to form future leaders for the church parish. 
Phase I
Phase I of the program, an introduction to Catholicism, consists of a total of 15 sessions covering topics such as the Ten Commandments, the sacraments, Jesus in the Gospels, the Trinity, and more. Phase II

Phase II consists of 4 Saturday workshops between the months of September 2011 and May 2012, sessions with parish priests on the topic “Paying Attention to Our Spirituality,” and monthly meetings with a designated mentor. 
To participate in the second phase of the Lay Ministry Program, which will begin in the fall of 2011, individuals must complete Phase I or have already obtained basic catechist certification, and they must be recommended by their pastor.
